Jury Information & On-Site Information: The jury is made up of local art experts, including gallery owners, art 
consultants and local artists. No commission is charged on your sales. The artist must be present during the 
entire event and must personally staff their exhibit space.

You must submit a minimum of five (5) digital images per category using the following specifications: 

1.  The first image (#1) should be representative of your booth set up with art on display.  
2.  A minimum of four (4) additional images must show different works of art, which accurately 

represent your current body of work to be shown. 
3. Images should be no larger than 1024 x 768 pixels at 72 dpi. Each file should not exceed 1 MB. Files 

should be named as follows: “last name_first name_#” (i.e. Smith_john_1.jpg, smith_john_2.jpg, etc) 
4.  Work must be no more than 5 years old. 
5.  Images may be sent via email to jijams@dallasarboretum.org. If you choose to submit your photos 

by email, note this on your application and a confirmation email will be sent to you upon receipt of 
your photos.
